The MIS Committee convened at 2:00 pm Thursday December 4, 2008.

The MIS Committee meeting began with Jim Eldridge of ISO giving a presentation

of EDI.  Jim’s presentation peaked interest as evidence of the number of jurisdictions
represented and the multitude of questions.  He covered the basics of EDI  which generated discussion from those jurisdictions that are not presently using EDI.  The discussion switched to EDI Release 3 and Linda Yon of Florida briefly discussed their implementation.  The presentation and discussion of the jurisdictions was very informative for all.
The discussion of EDI naturally flowed into the area of privacy.  Linda Pursutti and Susan Schulte of NCCI were present to discuss these issues.  Linda informed the group that at the Annual IAIABC Conference that a study group was formed to address the issue of privacy of data specially SSNs, FEINs and UINs.  She also discussed the difficulty of getting SSNs from insurers and employers as well as UINs (unemployment insurance numbers) that must come from employers and is a problem sometimes.  Linda and Susan asked that any ideas and information concerning this issue to be communicated to them and they would be passed on to the IAIABC study group.

Florida, Louisiana, Mississippi, Texas and Virginia were represented as well as various vendors.
