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The MIS Committee convened at 2:00 pm Wednesday July 21, 2010.

Ben Pugh with Carr Allison began with a presentation on the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services’ (CMS) for reporting requirements Workers’ Compensation claims.  Ben sited a $140 million suit where Medicare paid on 900 Workers’ Compensation claims and they are now suing to recoup payments.  He stated that beginning January 1, 2009 claims must be reported to CMS and that if not reported timely there is a $1000 per day per claimant fine.  Numerous questions were asked by the thirteen participants which was a mix of jurisdictions and partners.  Ben answered yes to the question of whether a claim must be reported if it was pending as of  January 1, 2010.  He also answered that the insurer is generally responsible for reporting to the CMS.
Faith Howe with IAIABC made a presentation on a CMS task force that the IAIABC has formed.  She stated that the task force will help those entities responsible for reporting to CMS by answering questions and attempting the resolve issues.  She reported that a White Paper had been drafted to CMS citing errors having multiple meanings, system processing issues, FAQ requests, etc.  
Linda Presutti with NCCI volunteered to lead a presentation and discussion on NCCI’s Proof of Coverage and the automated tools available.

Mary Ahearn discussed the possibility of having a presentation of Maryland’s e-filing capabilities within their system.
